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Comprehensive Plan Land Use Plan Designation
The Comprehensive Pladesignates the Property for Suburban Residential Il, which suggests that the Property is
appropriate for residential development at a maximum density of 2.0 to 4.0 dwellings per acre.

Proposal

The applicant requests conditional use for a two-family dwelling and is proposing to convert the existing attached garage
to an apartment with a living area, bedroom, office, and kitchen. Conditions restrict the occupancy of the apartment to
only family members, personal guests, and household employees of the primary dwelling (Condition 1). The conceptual
plan submitted by the applicant is below as Figure 3 and in Exhibit A.

There is an existing breezeway, which the applicant plans to enclose to increase the size of the apartment, that connects
the garage to the house. The breezeway is labeled as “existing breezeway” on the concept plan, and it is shown outlined
in red in Figure 4 on the following page. The primary dwelling would still be accessible through the breezeway even
after its conversion to a room for the apartment.

The apartment will also have its own exterior entrance and exit. The applicant plans to build an addition to the garage
over where there is currently a covered walkway to the rear of the garage. At the back of the garage, there is also a door
through which the backyard and driveway can be accessed. The proposed addition over the covered walkway would
include a door to allow for exterior access to the apartment. The covered walkway is labeled as “existing covered
sidewalk” on the concept plan and is shown outlined in blue in Figure 5 on the following page.
